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Detailed proposals for Marble Hill riverwalk
Landscape improvements to the riverside area and public open spaces linking the historic Orleans Gardens to Marble Hill House
(Grade I) and park. Opening up the Arcadian views to Richmond Hill and Ham House (Grade I), by day and night. 

Comments on achievements
Links between Orleans Gardens and Marble Hill were realised by the access improvements through the Orleans House Garden 
footpaths as well as the works to open the view to the Octagon from Ham reconnecting the two landscapes across the River 
Thames(see HLF Urban Area A. 1. Twickenham Embankment and Riverside works on the Orleans Garden footpath and views to 
Octagon). The works at the Ham House and Richmond Hill viewpoint at Orleans Gardens as well as selective tree works along the 
Warren footpath opened up strategic views to Marble Hill House and Richmond Hill as well as reconnecting the pastoral riverside 
flood meadows to the Middlesex bank. New bat friendly street lighting along the Warren Footpath as well as flood lighting of the
Octagon enhanced the views by night for humans while not hindering the sensitive habitat for bats.

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Light trial of new LED white light 23 Mach 2009- note the position of the old street light (not on) in the middle of the Warren footpath- the new lights are all 
strategically placed to the back of the footpath as well as positioned to avoid disrupting views from Richmond Hill and Marble Hill House and will minimise light 

pollution, have no UV thus enhancing the area for humans as well as providing a vastly superior habitat for bats, invertebrates and birds. The new lights only light the 
footpath in an even white light and no other areas. 
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Demonstrating the effect and light spill of the old orange sodium lamps before the new lights were put in March 2009. Note that there is no facial recognition and all colours 
are washed out. Note the amount of light spill behind the light as well as over the river which has a very strong detrimentalimpact on habitats for bats. 
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
