Comments on achievements
All the gardens along Richmond Promenade have incorporated new ramps and stairs with two of the three ramps now being fully 
DDA compliant improving access for all. Areas of seating in the gardens have been interwoven into the Arcadian fabric with lush 
planting of native and beneficial plants in keeping with the historic landscape gardening tradition of the plant finders. Theworks 
compliment Richmond Bridge and put the grade I listed structure into context with seating areas viewing the bridge and the River
Thames.
