Detailed proposals for Richmond Riverfront
Improvements to the streetscape and planting along the towpath, fully disabled access to the Old Deer Park (grade I); removalof
unsympathetic furniture and materials thereby enhancing the setting of Richmond Bridge; area on the east bank below Richmond 
Bridge to be redesigned in accordance with local biodiversity design principles. Improved setting to AsgillHouse (grade I) along the 
public towpath and Richmond Lock (grade II*) 

Comments on achievements
Extensive native planting of hedgerows, black poplars, willows, and native wildflowers such as snowdrops has been carried outalong 
the east bank (Old Deer Park/Kew ha-ha) with alterations in the management of the towpath to enable a successful re-colonisation
of indicator wildflower species such as purple loosestrife as well as kingfisher nesting sites. Drop curbs and a new DDA compliant 
footbridge over the ha-ha have been built to enable disability access to the Old Deer Park for the first time. Landscape works and 
interpretation around Richmond Bridge have been completed to compliment and enhance the setting of the grade I listed bridge.
Extensive landscaping to CholmondeleyWalk (towpath) in front of AsgillHouse to Richmond Lock with heritage gravel with the 
replacement of old dilapidated street furniture.

Works to improve access, streetscape, removal of unsuitable 
furniture, and improved settings to Asgill House (grade I) and 
Richmond Lock (grade II*) and setting and interpretation of 
Richmond Bridge. On Cholmondeley Walk landscaping and to 
provide informal seating areas as well as provide more flood 
capacity for the River Thames in historic setting as one of the
