Comments on achievements

The grade II* Ham Avenues have been fully restored and removed from the at risk register with English Heritage. Extensive
biodiversity works have been carried out includiegdbedplanting along with other native priority species including the indigenous
black poplar. Japanese knotweed and Himalayan balsam (invasive species) have been controlled and eradicated. Over 3 miles of
native hedgerows have been planted and restored. The towpath has been upgraded with new dry links and new surfaces improving
access for all.
